What can I access?

The college library subscribes to a number of online services which are described fully in these files. These should be of great use to the studies of all students & members of staff.  More services will be added as appropriate over the coming period.

How can I access these services?

Many of the online services are accessed via Athens. Athens? Don't know why it's called that but it offers access to all services using only one user name & password, which makes life a lot simpler.

Athens

Athens is an access management system which enables secure "single sign-on" to a range of information sources. This allows staff & students to access a wide range of resources using the same username & password. There are 2 ways in which you can access these services with Athens.

Personal Accounts

The above method of access will work perfectly well within the college. However, it is possible (& perfectly acceptable) to access these services from outside the college, e.g. from home or an internet café, etc. This would be especially useful for Distance Learning students. It should however be noted that all of these services are ©opyrighted for educational use only & fall under the College Acceptable Use Agreement which you should have signed.

In order to do so, a personal Athens account has to be set up for you. This can be done through the library & should take no longer than a couple of days. For this you will require to be a registered library user & have an active email account (your new user-name & password will be emailed to you).

Europe In The Round




Europe in the Round provides extensive information about the Member States of the EU (plus Iceland, Norway and Switzerland) and on the EU itself and less extensive information on another 29 countries. It also provides opportunities to develop key skills. New users may find the coverage overwhelming and even experienced users may be unaware of all the features. 

Europe in the Round contains: 

· extensive information about the 25 Member States of the EU (and Iceland, Norway and Switzerland). This information is presented in a consistent fashion so that comparisons can be made between countries. Much of the statistical information is given over several years so that trends can be identified. 

· additional detail on each of the regions within the 'main 18' countries, accessed from the Regions section of each country 

· less extensive information on another 29 countries (the 3 Candidate countries and 26 other Council of Europe countries, territories and the four French overseas départements) 

· information on Europe as a whole and on the EU itself, especially so that the user can explore how it works. Europe in the Round does not take a stance in the controversies over the EU, but provides basic information from which users can build their own opinions. 

· brief information on a small number of European and international organisations.

Currently 456 journals are searchable at article level. As of today (November 2005) 79600 articles are included in the DOAJ service.

"Too often the debate over creative control tends to the extremes. At one pole is a vision of total control - a world in which every last use of a work is regulated and in which "all rights reserved" (and then some) is the norm. At the other end is a vision of anarchy - a world in which creators enjoy a wide range of freedom but are left vulnerable to exploitation. Balance, compromise, and moderation - once the driving forces of a copyright system that valued innovation and protection equally - have become endangered species. 

Creative Commons is working to revive them. We use private rights to create public goods: creative works set free for certain uses. Like the free software and open-source movements, our ends are cooperative and community-minded, but our means are voluntary and libertarian. We work to offer creators a best-of-both-worlds way to protect their works while encouraging certain uses of them - to declare "some rights reserved."

Essentially Creative Commons licences allow authors & artists to publish their work on the internet whilst retaining some control (this depends on the author) over their work. Generally this allows free use within educational or not-for-profit organisations. Thus this is potentially a very valuable source of materials.

Areas covered include:

· Audio : music, sound, speeches... 

· Images : photographs, illustrations, designs... 

· Video : movies, animation, footage... 

· Text : books, blogs, essays... 

· Education : lesson plans, course packets, textbooks...
